Call to Order: President Michael Bostian called the meeting to order at 1:00 pm.
Request for Amendments to 2017 Minutes/Agenda: None
Approval of 2017 Annual Meeting Minutes: Michael Bostian made a request for approval. Jim Weaver made a motion to approve and Mike Huey seconded.
President Michael Bostian introduced the head table (with Board members present) and stated their titles. Michael asked past presidents and board members to stand for recognition.
President Michael Bostian presented a "Year in Review" highlighting the success of the events throughout 2018 with a slideshow and thanked our partners.  Michael announced the 2018, 50/50 contribution to the Yellow Ribbon Fund of $3500.
Government Relations Chairman:  Eric David discussed proposed tax legislation and a proposed ban on chlorpyrifos. Eric David conducted a live poll to the membership pertaining to the chlorpyrifos ban. The membership was not in favor of the ban.
Golf Chairman: Joe Haskins announced the golf awards for the winners of this year's biggest tournaments – The Rick Wakefield Award to Jeff Rice, Mike Gilmore Award to John Andres, Larry Cornell Award to Dr. Paul Giordano and the John Kaine Award to Mark Merrick. Awards were presented to those in attendance. Joe Haskins also presented awards for the MAAGCS season long match-play tournament to the overall winners, finalists and semi-finalists. Ralph Meola and Andrew Harrison from team “Brothers from Another Mother” defeated Dave Nehila and Richard Sweeney from team “Made in America” for the trophy.  Semi-finalists John Anderes and Jason Neal of team “Water Dogs” and Joe Haskins and Todd Cowing of team “Golf Czars” were also recognized. Following the awards presentations, Joe Haskins announced the MAAGCS events schedule for 2019.

Vice President: Ryan Kruashofer provided a financial update that included donations made in 2018 by MAAGCS. Ryan announced to the membership that MAAGCS will commit $50K over five years to the University of Maryland Turfgrass Pathology Fund.  MAAGCS is in good financial standing.
Dr. Roberts of the University of Maryland thanks the membership for the commitment and gave a quick overview of the fund and its importance.
MAAGCS President asks if there is any other new business. No new business was presented. 
GCSAA Business/Chapter Delegates Report: Voting delegate Jim Weaver gave a GCSAA update to include the association report, Rounds 4 Research update, CPI dues increase, Government Affairs update, Membership retention growth strategy and friends of golf memberships, and GCSAA Elections. 

Election of Officers: All officers have just completed the second year of their 2 year term, elected in December 2017.
